INPATIENT SERVICES RENDERED FREE OF CHARGE 
JULY 2008-JUNE 2009

Children up to 14 years of age are admitted to the ward for medical and surgical care. The doctors and nurses assigned to the ward 
are trained in paediatrics care.  The ward includes a play area where children can be entertained.  

This service was desperately needed – this is reflected by occupancy of practically a 
100% every day.   Patients have to be turned away from the Emergency Room since 
there is a shortage of beds.  Karachi, with a population of 18 million people of whom an 
estimated 40% are children, currently has only one dedicated children’s hospital that 
is providing treatment free of cost. We hope that this 30 bed Children’s Ward will only 
be the first phase of a much larger facility dedicated to providing treatment to children 
completely free of cost.   

A six-ward area with a total of 30 beds on the third floor was designated the Children’s Ward at the Indus Hospital in April 2009.  
Since the start of the Hospital in July 2007, children were being admitted on a routine basis but there was no area dedicated to 
their care.
